President Lincoln: Masonic Brother or Not?

While there have been some claims and disputes regarding whether or not Abraham Lincoln was a
Mason, the preponderance of evidence and scholarly consensus supports the assertion that he was, in
fact, a Freemason.

As I mentioned earlier, Lincoln was initiated into the Masonic Lodge of Springfield, Illinois, on April
15, 1865, just a few months before his assassination. This initiation is recorded in the minutes of the
lodge, and there are several contemporary accounts of the event.

Furthermore, there are numerous references to Lincoln's Masonic affiliation in primary sources from
the time period, including newspapers, diaries, and letters. Many of Lincoln's contemporaries,
including other Masons, acknowledged his membership in the fraternity.

While there have been some challenges to the authenticity of the records and claims of Lincoln's
Masonic membership, the weight of the available evidence supports the conclusion that he was,
indeed, a Mason.
